FMS Full

Everything to everyone, this does it all, but requires the full FIRST field and an FTA w/staff to run it.

FMS Delta

Is less complicated than the full FMS, but more complicated than FMS Light and has some additional software packages that are required. It is game specific and therefore you need the current year’s version to take advantage of the scoring and ranking features. FIRST may deliver this with a full official field used for the off-season.  This can operate without the standard full field electronics, basically using a bunch of network switches, network cables, and a basic router. The only significant difference is that Delta does not support the VPN network security features of a standard FRC Regional event. This makes it usable with a much simpler (and cheaper) router.

FMS Light

Basic, no frills handling of a single match. This version is stand-alone and doesn’t require any additional support software packages. You setup one match at a time, 6 robot team numbers, and it cycles them through a normal match of Autonomous and Teleop periods. It works with any year and doesn’t impose any game specific restrictions. It does not support game specific scoring or a match schedule, but you can score on your own and walk through matches entered one set of teams at a time.

FMS, FMS Delta, & FMS Light links

The 2010 season will include a new version of FMS that can be used for events that do not have Network Security or the Full version of SQL Server 2008. This new version will be called FMS Delta. So there will be three versions of FMS: FMS Full, FMS Delta and FMS Light. With this new change there will be a new set of installers that configure the software to download the correct version.

Only one of the installers listed below can be installed on a single machine at one time. Example: you can’t install FMS Server Delta and FMS Server Full on the same machine.
